SOWDIV 2011 SRO Rewards Program
Effective August 1, 2011

Purpose
The SOWDIV Race Officials (SRO) rewards points program is intended to both reward continued volunteer support and provide for increased participation on SCCA event days. The award program is intended to benefit all Southwest Division race officials. A portion of each race entry funds the SRO rewards points program.

Eligible Specialties

The SRO rewards points program is intended to encourage race official participation on actual event days. As such, the following race official specialties are eligible for SRO points:

Award Schedule

Participants earn one point per full participation in required specialty time as specified by chief of specialty in an eligible Southwest Division event. Only actual event days are eligible for points (ie. does not cover pre-event participation).

To encourage participation in chronically understaffed events, driver’s schools, and Friday of three of three-day club events, SRO will award an additional bonus point for each completed day of service for those volunteers with a required specialty.  For Registration and Scrutineering, those who participate in the entire ‘night before event’ session are awarded an SRO point. The chiefs of those specialties determine who is eligible. SRO points are not awarded at Pro racing events ( ie  Houston Grand Prix or F-1).  SRO cards expire and will no longer be honored three years after the year they are issued. The SRO committee may extend validity. The physical form of the point is a business card sized volunteer reward card issued by the chief of the specialty. SRO card value is worth up to ($10) toward rewards as determined by the BOD. Participants are responsible for keeping their cards. Lost cards will not be replaced. Point cards may be not sold to other participants but may be given away without any monetary gain.
Redemption Procedure
The SRO redemption program considers each SRO card has a redemption value up to $(10) as decided by the BOD. The cards can be used for reimbursement of expenses related to the SCCA SOWDIV racing program or exchanged for merchandise identified on this website. To avoid the need to issue IRS form 1099 A maximum redemption value of $500 per person per year is allowed.

Individuals wishing to redeem SRO cards must be a member in good standing of the SCCA at the time of redemption and provide their club member number with the redemption request.

SRO cards have a limited redemption life. SRO cards expire and will no longer be honored three years after the year they are issued. For example, cards issued in 2010 are valid until December 31, 2013. Expiring SRO cards must be received by the SRO merchandise coordinator either in person or post marked by December 31 of the expiring year to be honored, NO EXCEPTIONS.

SRO card redemption requests need to include:

1) Your Name

2) Your Address

3) Your SCCA Member number

4) Item or items requested

5) A sufficient quantity of SRO cards to cover your request

6) Receipts or other required documentation for cash reimbursements

7) Your e-mail address or telephone number (This information is optional and will only be used   

     to expedite questions or other communication necessary to complete your request.)

Available Merchandise or Reimbursable Items

SRO cards can be used for the following merchandise:

2) Safequip corner worker gloves ----- 3 SRO cards

3) White cotton embroidered corner worker shirt ----- 5 cards

5)  Heavy duty rain suit (Cofish brand)----- 10 cards

6)  Race worker tote bag ----- 4 cards

7)  Race Radio scanner ----- 13 cards     

8)  Headset cloth ear muff covers --- 2 cards


9) $75 gas card ----- 8 cards

10) Binoculars ----- 10 Cards

11) Noise reduction headphones ----- 7 cards

Cash Reimbursement is available for the following items:
1) SCCA Merchandise found at http://www.sccagear.com/ (Receipt required)

2) Hotel stay expense associated with a SOWDIV race weekend (Copy of hotel bill required)

3) SCCA Membership dues ( a maximum of $85 per membership is available)

4) SCCA SOWDIV race entry.  ( Beginning in  August 1, 2011, each SRO card is valued at $(10). A copy of the race results are required)

5) Region Annual Awards Banquet 
Each SRO card submitted is equal to a maximum of $(10) toward the reimbursement for the above items not to exceed the cost of the item. 

We regret that we are not able to accept SRO cards at race registration for race entries. The IRS requires us to provide Form 1099 if the amount of any or all reimbursements to one individual exceeds $500 in any tax year.  
SRO Committee Management 

The SRO Committee is tasked to create and operate the rewards program in a manner to attract, recruit, reward and retain race officials in Southwest Division SCCA. The committee is comprised of one (1) member appointed from each racing region within SOWDIV plus the SOWDIV Treasurer. The actions, programs, and expenditures of the Committee are subject to oversight by the SOWDIV BOD. The SOWDIV Executive Steward  has the deciding vote in tie breaking voting by the Committee.
     SRO Financial Management
The SRO Treasurer will purchase SRO cards with an issue year and expiration date. Cards will be valid for a period of not to exceed (3) years from the year they were issued. Cards issued in 2012 will expire on 12/31/2015. 
Treasurer will distribute to Region SRO Reps in January, an adequate number of cards to cover the estimated region card distribution for that calendar year. Treasurer will initial each card distributed. Treasurer will maintain a supply of cards, in case additional cards are needed. The SRO Rep will request additional cards, if needed, from the treasurer. Unused cards shall be returned to the SRO Treasurer and destroyed at the end of the calendar year. SRO Merchandise Rep will send redeemed cards stapled in packs with redeemer’s name.etc.to Treasurer at the end of the year for destruction also.
Treasurer will receive SRO fund remittances from racing regions and record receipts to SRO Funds. SRO fees are assessed from each driver entry at the rate of $(7) /per car/day as prescribed by the BOD. Treasurer will receive card distribution reports from Region SRO Reps for each race event. Treasurer shall calculate an average SRO funds received per card for both the event and a running total for the calendar year.  This information will be distributed to the SRO Reps on a semi-annual basis at a minimum. Treasurer will report the number of SRO cards issued and the average SRO funds received per card on a semi-annual basis.
Treasurer will reimburse the SRO Rep who manages the purchase and redemption of SRO cards for the acquisition of SRO items either for inventory purposes (gas cards, for example), or the purchase of specific items as requested by workers redeeming cards (scanners, for example). Treasurer shall require receipts and inventory of all items prior to reimbursement to the SRO Rep.

Treasurer will coordinate through the SRO Redemption Rep all redemptions requiring a cash reimbursement to the volunteer (hotel and membership dues, for example). Reimbursement to the volunteer shall only be made upon specific written or email request and approval by the SRO Rep managing card redemptions.

On a semi-annual basis, Treasurer will coordinate with the SRO Rep managing redemptions to compile totals on numbers of cards redeemed, average dollar amount of redemption per card, number of cards issued, and average funds received per card. To the extent possible, the number of outstanding and unredeemed cards shall be calculated and multiplied by the average redemption value to determine the funding status of the SRO Fund. Treasurer shall report such information to the SOWDIV BOD and SRO Committee on a semi-annual basis.
     SRO Point Card Distribution Procedure

The SRO Treasurer initials the SRO cards and distributes the SRO cards to each Region SRO Rep. The region SRO Rep initials and dates the event on the cards and distributes the requested number of SRO cards to each specialty chief after receiving a card distribution sheet with the names, number of days worked/cards received, total cards distributed and signature of the specialty chief. Specialty chief initials cards before distribution.
